 Joy is contagious  

 Happiness transforms into joy when  
embraced and embedded by faith in the 
plans of God.   

 True joy shines NOT in spite of difficul-
ties, but illuminated BY the difficulties.   

 Joy rises above the ashes of the past and 
even the present as it celebrates the  
movement of God within. 

 Advent season challenges us to a faith 
that gives birth to joy in the midst of  
sadness, fear, the unfamiliar, the  
unanticipated, the disappointing, the  
uncontrollable, the feelings of loss, the  
unforeseen, the surprising…   

 Some  of our lessons of Advent: 

 The first: joy of the Lord still sings and 
worships in the midst of hardship,  
oppression, hatred, abuse…  Joy lights the 
way THROUGH these things and refuses 
to allow them to steal the joy FROM them.   

 By faith, we don’t choose for hope OR 
peace OR joy OR love – they come  
together wrapped in swaddling cloths, lying 
in a manger.  

 The second thing we learn is to not deny 
its welcome and presence, no matter our 
surroundings.   

 

 …My soul exalts the Lord, and my spirit 

has rejoiced in God…   Those are decisive 
words not lamenting delusions.   

 Beethoven’s “Ode to Joy” has original 
words that spoke of unity and justice.  
Imagine the impact that the 9

th
 Symphony 

has had.
